This is
one way the church solves the problem of individual poverty. More importantly, by teaching the Bible the
church transforms a culture, and challenges the evil behavior that leads to poverty, whether oppression or
immorality or laziness. Training pastors to change the culture and to change lives for the better is what
we’ll be doing at Moffat College of Bible.
